Financial Stewardship Series

Matthew 6: 32b-33: “...your Heavenly Father knows that you need all these things (food, water, clothes).
But strive first for the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all thee things will be given to you as
well.”

The first thing that comes to mind when anyone mentions the word ‘stewardship’ is money — “oh no, I'm
being asked for more money.” Admittedly, that has been the primary focus of most stewardship programs
in church history. But I'd like to get us all to start thinking of stewardship in a broader sense — that of
managing all the ‘resources’ at our disposal — including time and talent, in addition to money. This month,
let me focus on time.

Time, for most of us these days, is a very precious commodity — how often do we utter the phrase —
‘There just isn’t enough time for everything | want to do!?” And how many of us have paid ‘good money’
for a time management book or workshop — | know | have, more than once! And the end result — there
are still only 24 hours in a day, only 7 days in a week — none of these workshops or books have created
any more ‘time’ for any of us.

But as you know, it's not about creating MORE time, it's about HOW you use the time you have. A chunk
of time needs to be spent on our personal health — sleep, exercise, eating right, etc — or else we die and
don’t have any time left. But after that, | might argue that all the rest of our time is discretionary — we have
a choice in what we do with our time. Yes, we do make commitments of family and support — so those
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commitments demand time for work to earn money or barter for food, clothing and shelter. But each of us
make those commitments ourselves — no one else makes them for us — and look how much most of us
will spend our time in satisfying those commitments??!!

What about the commitment God has made to us — his covenant, and the life of his Son, Jesus Christ, to
free us from the bondage of Satan? What do we owe to God for that? How can we use our resources of
time and life to show our thanks to God for such a great gift?

Showing up at church for one hour each weekend just isn’t enough. Jesus didn’t stay in the temple during
his ministry waiting for people to come to him. He was ‘out there’, doing things, talking about God,
performing miracles. Most of us can’t perform miracles, but we can get ‘out there’ — spending an hour
helping with the Food Pantry, visiting with a sick or housebound member, providing transportation to
someone without a car or the ability to drive, playing an instrument to help accompany or lead a worship
service. It's the time spent in service to others, rather than just in service to ourselves, that represents
good stewardship of our time.

If we were to ‘tithe’ our time to Christ's mission (excluding 8 hours of sleep each day), that's 11 hours a
week we could spend on Christ’s work. Imagine the good that could come in the world if we would do that
much? But like everything else, start a little smaller — can you find one extra hour per week to give to
God’s mission? To LCM? Think of what we can do with only a little bit of time!

In recent weeks, we have learned that one of the marks of a healthy congregation is to be
engaged in evangelism.

This is part of our response to Presiding Bishop, Dr. Mark Hanson’s
challenge to give evangelism a high priority in the life of every congregation. Please read
the following message and ask yourself how you can be a part of this mission.

Commissioned as an Apostle
On a Wing and a Prayer

The young men and women stood in dress uniform at full attention-backs welded without
curve, heels together, arms straight and true, hands pointing directly to the ground. Family
members sat in the audience, faces beaming with pride. The officer individually called
each name. “Yes, Sir!” came the reply as each in turn smartly stepped forward. “You have
been given your orders,” the officer announced. “You represent the highest ideals and the
best and brightest. With these wings, you receive your commission and go out to serve,
protect, and defend. Godspeed.” Silver wings were pinned on each uniform; and as the
ceremony ended, the newly pinned left to pack for their first assignments.

The young men and women stood in a row in their Sunday best, nervously shifting their
weight from side to side. Family members sat in the pews, faces beaming. The pastor
individually called each name. “You have professed your faith-the faith in which you were
baptized. | ask you, do you intend to live in the convenant God made with you in
baptism...to proclaim the good news of God in Christ Jesus through word and deed?” “I
will, and | ask God to help and guide me,” came the reply as each in turn stepped forward.
“Stir up in them the gift of your Holy Spirit. Confirm their faith, guide their life, empower
them in serving,” the pastor prayed as hands were placed on each head.

“You shall be my witness in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the
earth.” (Acts 1:8) Commissioned...to serve. Commissioned...to represent the one who
sends. Commissioned...to be an apostle.

Where will your commission take you...to the neighbor, to the stranger, in the office, on the
ball field, in the hallway, across borders and boundaries and seas! Wherever you go,
remember: you go with the gift of the Spirit and the intercessions of others-with a wing and
a prayer.

Sharing Faith in a New Century:Inspiration to Witnessing
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THIN WITHIN COMES TO LCM
As someone who has been on approximately 2,483 diets over my lifetime -
with 2,483 failures - | can attest to the idea that diets don't work.
Thin Within is based on two principles - one is physical and one is
spiritual.

The physical principle is that we should eat only when truly hungry and
stop eating before we are full. The Thin Within program uses a "Hunger
Scale" to track eating patterns. We encourage people to eat when they
are ata "0", or truly hungry, and stop eating when they are at a "5",
which is before they are full. There are no good foods or bad foods - we
simply want people to respond to their bodies God given signals of
hunger and fullness.

The spiritual principle of Thin Within comes into play because it is
often hard for us to eat from a "0" to a "5" in our own strength. This
is usually because we often eat as a response to being upset, excited,
anxious nervous, depressed, lonely, etc. While food may provide some
level of comfort for a very short while, food obviously can't provide us
with spiritual life. Only a relationship with our Heavenly Father can
accomplish that.

Therefore, Thin Within takes people through a curriculum that is
specifically designed to make sure they truly understand their
relationship with their Heavenly Father. As people understand that true
spiritual life comes through their relationship with the Father, their
relationship with food will take a lesser role in their life.
