A Staffed Nursery is provided at all Services for newborns through age 3.  Volunteers are 
always needed.

The nursery cannot be open if an adult volunteer is not present.  Contact the church office

……And..this just in..late breaking news….. We are pleased to be able to offer a 
nursery during our worship services.  However, due to the Safe Child policy that is now in 
place at Lutheran Church of the Master, we are not able to keep the nursery open if there 
is not at least one adult with one youth  
present, or two adults present.  This is a safety issue, and we know that the safety of our 
children is a number one concern. In addition to offering childcare during worship, the 
nursery offers a support for the Sunday School volunteers so that they are able to teach 
our children.   
 
Several times during the past two months, there have been no adults present in the 
nursery, so we have not been able to offer childcare during worship services.  If childcare 
during worship is something that you have taken advantage of, then we need you.  If each 
family, who utilizes the nursery would volunteer to serve one time a month, then we will be 
able to continue to have childcare during worship.  Right now, our office staff prepares the 
volunteer list so we are also in need of someone who would be willing to serve as Nursery 
Coordinator.  This individual will be responsible for scheduling the volunteers each week 
and then following through to be certain that there is a responsible adult in the nursery for 
each service.  The  
time commitment isn’t great, but the safety of our children depends on each of us being 
willing to do our part.  Please prayerfully consider how you can give of your time and talent 
to this very important ministry.

This has been a fun and exciting year for the Christian Education team.  We had 28 of our youth make 
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their First Communion.  We reached out to the community through our Vacation Bible School in June.  
One hundred fifty youth spent a week at “Avalanche Ranch” learning about God’s love for us.  We also 
started a new Sunday School Program – a rotational model which uses “units” of 4 – 6 weeks in length.  
The children are able to spend a longer period of time studying the Bible lessons in workshops such as 
Art, Cooking, and Computer.  And because the time commitment for teaching is shortened, we have had 
many more parents volunteer their time to help with Sunday School.  Many of the people who have 
chosen to work with the Journey program have been newer members – this has been a great way for 
people to get involved in the life of the church.  
 
Our dreams and aspirations for 2008 include: 

1. To encourage all members to become involved with the ministry of education.  We would like to 
encourage each family to seek out a way that they can become involved in the Journey. 

2. We would like to expand the Adult Study that is offered by seeking innovative ways to study 
perhaps through the use of the Internet and in collaboration with sister churches.

Looking at verse 1.... He called them together. This jumps out at me. How much of the 
church today stands divided? Whether we're divided by denomination, social status, ethnic 

background, etc. How will we ever function as the body?  Christ called his diciples 
together....Before anything, they were called together. Notice that he gave them power 
after they were called together. I think this is an important lesson for us as the body of 

Christ. We've got to stand together, there is power in being united. 
 

Now on to verse 2.... He sent them out to proclaim the kingdom of God. First and 
formost they were sent to proclaim the Kingdom, it just seems natural that healing would 
follow. I don't know how many times I myself have wanted healing, or prayed for healing, 

or seen people at church needing healing. I think alot of times that we're missing an 
important principle....that if we Devote ourselves fully to Kingdom work, that Healing will 

follow...this reminds me of:  
Matthew 6:33 

But seek first His kingdom and His righteousness; and all these things shall be 
added to you.

Financial Stewardship Series 
 
 
Jeremiah 17:7,8:  Blessed is the man that trusteth in the Lord, and whose hope 
the Lord is.  For he shall be as a tree planted by the waters, and that spreadeth 
out her roots by the river, and shall not see when heat cometh, but her leaf 
shall be green; and shall not be careful in the year of drought, neither shall 
cease from yielding fruit.   
 
New Year’s is usually a time of hope and bright expectations – a new clean 
blackboard on which to write, new clay to be molded into wonderful shapes.  If 
we can be different and change something, this is the time that we tend to start 
thinking about making those changes.  And like many people, I try to start every 
new year with a resolution or two that I believe might improve my life and the 
lives of others around me.  Unfortunately, I also carry the knowledge of all the 
previous years’ resolutions I have made and NOT kept, and wonder if it really 
isn’t just a futile effort to try to change at all. 
 
The problem is, if I don’t make an effort to change, then the next year typically 
finds me in the same circumstances I was before – no happier or satisfied than 
when I started.  When I do make an effort to change, I may not always end up 
where I thought I would, but I tend to learn some valuable lessons along the 
way.  In almost every case, the changes that occur are for the better, many 
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times different than expected, but better. 
 
Here at Church of the Master, we have the opportunity and hope of new 
resolutions wide open to us, in a way few of us have had before.  We will be 
able to take a bit of time to re-define who we are, who we want to be, and try to 
sketch out the path we think will take us there.  We will inventory the assets we 
do have – not just of money, but of talents and time – and see how we can 
build upon all three.  And we will require all three to be built upon – like the 
stool that will not stand if one leg is missing. 
 
And the balance of the three is critical – too little of one cannot be helped by an 
excess of another.  So this means that a large part of the task of good 
stewardship of our resources is to make sure our goals and actions are ‘in line’ 
with what we can offer.  We cannot plan on guilding the altar if we don’t have 
the money to heat the building.  We cannot feed 5,000 if only two people can 
do the cooking. 
 
So that means that very likely, one thing that will NOT change in the near future 
is someone asking – for volunteers, for donations and giving, for help.  In one 
respect, that’s a good thing – if we are always ‘short’ on our needs, hopefully 
that means we creating stretched goals to expand ourselves and our church in 
the community and the world.  It is also a reminder that we are a community – 
we need each other, and asking for help is not a weakness but a realization of 
the humanness of us all.  I am full of hope that we will find the answers and the 
resources to rebuild a church that reflects Christ in every aspect of its being.  It 
will take not what we are ‘willing’ to give, but what we are truly ‘able’ to give.  
And I believe that when we give what God knows we are able to give, then we 
never have to worry about lacking anything.
