You say “All the time!” and then when | say, “All the
time!” You say, “God is good!” Ok...you ready? Here we go: “GOD IS GOOD! (Reader’s
response) “ALL THE TIME!!!” (Reader’s response) Did you participate? | hope you did.
This is normally done at Christian camps across the world before a chapel time or maybe a
meal. | was definitely a “camp-kid” growing up. | attended Camp Manitoqua from 5" grade
until I worked there while in college. My time working at Camp Manitoqua as a lifeguard
and counselor was when | first felt the call of God on my heart to go into Youth Ministry. It
was one of the first times when God knocked me upside my head and said, “Jim...get in
the game!” And blindly | jumped in, head first, and started to explore this thing called
“youth ministry.” And now, about 5 years later, | am a Youth Minister at a GREAT church in
the western suburbs. Its funny how God’s plans and timing can sometimes be relatively
close to ours, and sometimes it is light-years different. But, that is the GREAT thing about
being a Christian. God is always keeping us on our toes. And, | think we would all agree
that we are on our toes here at LCM as we work towards new directions, new ideas,
maybe brining back some of the old, but all to say, that we are going to overcome and
grow!! So, | would prayerfully consider asking God if/where you can get in the game
here...see where God stirs up your heart.

Another reason why | bring up Camp Manitoqua is because that was the site of the
first ever 212 Sr. High retreat.

That weekend | saw 16 people
come together as a family; learn together, struggle together, hurt together, and focus
together on where we are going as a group; a youth ministry; and on our first ever summer
mission trip. With all that said, it gives me great please to say BIRMINGHAM!! HERE WE
COME!! The students voted, and they chose to work with a Mission Organization call
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Mission Serve, and we are headed to Birmingham, Alabama July 5"-13". We are all very
excited, but we know that the work leading up to the trip will be great. And it is time to
buckle down and work towards this trip goal as a youth ministry and as a church family -
More on that later in this article.

My prayer is that God would stir the hearts of everyone that calls LCM home
(whether past or present) to jump on board as we embark on what looks like a pretty sweet
ride!!

We understand that prayer is going to be the biggest “ways of means” as we morph
into this new ministry, so here is an updated prayer list...

Financial Stewardship Series

Jeremiah 17:7,8:. Blessed is the man that trusteth in the Lord, and whose hope
the Lord is. For he shall be as a tree planted by the waters, and that spreadeth
out her roots by the river, and shall not see when heat cometh, but her leaf
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shall be green; and shall not be careful in the year of drought, neither shall
cease from yielding fruit.

New Year’s is usually a time of hope and bright expectations — a new clean
blackboard on which to write, new clay to be molded into wonderful shapes. If
we can be different and change something, this is the time that we tend to start
thinking about making those changes. And like many people, | try to start every
new year with a resolution or two that | believe might improve my life and the
lives of others around me. Unfortunately, | also carry the knowledge of all the
previous years’ resolutions | have made and NOT kept, and wonder if it really
Isn’t just a futile effort to try to change at all.

The problem is, if | don’t make an effort to change, then the next year typically
finds me in the same circumstances | was before — no happier or satisfied than
when | started. When | do make an effort to change, | may not always end up
where | thought | would, but | tend to learn some valuable lessons along the
way. In almost every case, the changes that occur are for the better, many
times different than expected, but better.

Here at Church of the Master, we have the opportunity and hope of new
resolutions wide open to us, in a way few of us have had before. We will be
able to take a bit of time to re-define who we are, who we want to be, and try to
sketch out the path we think will take us there. We will inventory the assets we
do have — not just of money, but of talents and time — and see how we can
build upon all three. And we will require all three to be built upon — like the
stool that will not stand if one leg is missing.

And the balance of the three is critical — too little of one cannot be helped by an
excess of another. So this means that a large part of the task of good
stewardship of our resources is to make sure our goals and actions are ‘in line’
with what we can offer. We cannot plan on guilding the altar if we don’t have
the money to heat the building. We cannot feed 5,000 if only two people can
do the cooking.

So that means that very likely, one thing that will NOT change in the near future
IS someone asking — for volunteers, for donations and giving, for help. In one
respect, that's a good thing — if we are always ‘short’ on our needs, hopefully
that means we creating stretched goals to expand ourselves and our church in
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the community and the world. It is also a reminder that we are a community —
we need each other, and asking for help is not a weakness but a realization of
the humanness of us all. | am full of hope that we will find the answers and the
resources to rebuild a church that reflects Christ in every aspect of its being. It
will take not what we are ‘willing’ to give, but what we are truly ‘able’ to give.
And | believe that when we give what God knows we are able to give, then we
never have to worry about lacking anything.
