Matthew 25: 14-29 — the Parable of the Talents, “...then the one who had received one talent came
forward saying...l was afraid, and | went and hid your talent in the ground...”

We all know this parable — how the rich man gave his servants varying amounts of money to keep for him
while he was away. Some of the servants were able to multiply the amount under their care, yet one
servant, being afraid, went and hid his money. When the rich man returned, and found that the one
servant had done nothing but hide, even that one talent was taken away from the servant.

Although the parable is written in terms of money, let’s view this in the way we now define the word,
‘talent’ — as a skill or something we can do, often in a manner that is better than ‘average’. Or to look at it
another way, what are the things that we CAN do, that may be unable to be done as well by others?
There are gifts and blessings that God has given us, so how do we use these talents to glorify his
name???

FINANCIAL UPDATE

When you saw the header you no doubt immediately wanted to know how things
are coming with the **pledge challenge® and the mortgage refinance. the general
financial health of the church. The simple answer is we are by no means out of the
woods. but 1 no Ionger feel like we are lost in the woods.

Our monthly cash flow situation is improving. Our income did not cover our
expenses in January or February. but we were in the black in March. (Perhaps we
should have Easter every month? ©)

The mortgage refinance was signed March 14, OQur monthly payvments have
gone from $9.681 to $7.433 — a monthly savings of $2.248. We had to pay a fee of $1.100
closing costs and $11.000 to Thrivent (1 pcint). This was rolled back into the Loan. We
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now have a 3 yr ARM with our rate locked in at 3.73% for the full five years. Our
paviments are based on a 20 year amortization

Regarding the “*Pledge Challenge* . at the time 1 am writing this. we have
received back 33 **pledges®. From just those who responded. the averaged increase
was up 25% from the prior vear! The total amount in increased pledge money $19.194.,
which will be matched if we follow through on our commitment! For those who
haven°t returned their pledeges. please do so.

1 am writing this article on April 15" — Tax Day. It got me thinking. This is the
deadline date for payving Uncle Sam. The IRS has to collect the money the congress has
been so busy spending and this is our deadline to pay. If we don°t, we get to pay a
penalty in addition to our tax. That's the Law. Fortunately. our family here at LCM
onerates on CRACE. not the law. Our finances will be handled because the Holy Spirit
still wants us to serve our community. Our partis to respond out of joy and gratitude
for what Jesus has done for us!

EVANGELISM - WHAT IS IT?

“Live, on location, this is “Eye-Witness News.”

These words can be heard in almost any city’s television broadcast. News reporters
endure traveling hundreds of miles, withstanding hurricane force winds or the arctic cold,
and willingly embed themselves into the dangers of combat-all to tell the story “live and on
location.” And as the story is told, the reporters identify the television station they work for-
their affiliation-and conclude their report with the byline: “Eye-witness news.”

Perhaps we as Christian witnesses could use a course or two in journalism. Certainly
the principles of good reporting apply:

the story is best told “up close and personal”

the reporter has to go out to where the story is happening

the story is usually more credible “live”

the good reporters always know their sources

the good reporters identify who they are and whom they represent
the good reporters know their audience

So, here are the basic questions for your good news reporting:
*Who is your audience?
*What is the Good News story you can tell?
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*When will you tell it?

THIN WITHIN COMES TO LCM
As someone who has been on approximately 2,483 diets over my lifetime -
with 2,483 failures - | can attest to the idea that diets don't work.
Thin Within is based on two principles - one is physical and one is
spiritual.

The physical principle is that we should eat only when truly hungry and
stop eating before we are full. The Thin Within program uses a "Hunger
Scale" to track eating patterns. We encourage people to eat when they
are at a "0", or truly hungry, and stop eating when they are at a "5",
which is before they are full. There are no good foods or bad foods - we
simply want people to respond to their bodies God given signals of
hunger and fullness.

The spiritual principle of Thin Within comes into play because it is
often hard for us to eat from a "0" to a "5" in our own strength. This
is usually because we often eat as a response to being upset, excited,
anxious nervous, depressed, lonely, etc. While food may provide some
level of comfort for a very short while, food obviously can't provide us
with spiritual life. Only a relationship with our Heavenly Father can
accomplish that.

Therefore, Thin Within takes people through a curriculum that is
specifically designed to make sure they truly understand their
relationship with their Heavenly Father. As people understand that true
spiritual life comes through their relationship with the Father, their
relationship with food will take a lesser role in their life.

What “drives” our church?
The dictionary definition of “drive” is “to guide, control, or direct.”

Every church is driven by something. There is a guiding force, a controlling assumption, a directing
conviction behind everything that happens. It may be unspoken. It may be unknown to many.
Commonly, it's never been officially articulated and voted on. But it is there, influencing every aspect of
the church’s life.

Some churches are driven by tradition, and their primary goal is to simply perpetuate the past. Other
churches are driven by personality — their agenda is determined by the background, needs, vision, and
insecurities of their leader (who may or may not be their pastor). Some churches are driven by finances
and their chief concern is “How much will it cost?” or “Can we afford it?” or “How will we pay for it?” Many
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churches are driven by programs or buildings, and all their energy is focused on maintaining or expanding
their programs or building/facility. Some churches are driven by events, and the objective is to fill up the
calendar and keep everyone busy and attending some activity. Seeker-driven churches are more
concerned with evangelism and reaching the unchurched/unbeliever than anything else.

As with any living organism, health comes from balancing multiple purposes and systems, and growth
naturally occurs in healthy organisms, including healthy churches — that's God plan, desire, and intent.

So the question we must ask ourselves is not so much “What do | (or we) think the purpose of our
church/congregation should be?” as much as “What do | (or we) think Christ’s purpose for our
church/congregation should be?” It is, after all, His church, and we are simply the members of His body.

The early church grew naturally and rapidly because they balanced five purposes:
Worship

Instruction and encouragement of each other (i.e., edification)

Fellowship

Evangelism

Service and ministry

Christ modeled all five of those purposes throughout His ministry on earth and told His followers to “Go
therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them ... teaching them to observe all that | have
commanded you;” (Matthew 28:19-20).

What “mission” will drive LCM to fulfill that Great Commission?
How would you respond to the following questions:

e Historically, what has been our mission focus — what purpose has “driven” our church?

e Why are we here as a church/congregation? What are/should we be doing in this community at
this time? What do we think Christ’s purpose is for us as a congregation?

e What brings us here as a church/congregation? What is it we are committed to as congregation
members?

e Where are we headed as a congregation? Where do we think Christ wants us to be going?

e What do we personally get out of coming to LCM?

If you think about all the programs, events, and activities that go on at LCM, how would you answer the
following questions:
